Place the Magnum Quick Clamp around the chosen mounting point. Close

clamp; insert the fastener that was removed in

STEP 3, being sure to use the internal tooth lock
washers on each side of the clamp (FIG 1), and place
the spacer washer in between the clamp halves.

FIG 1

Spacer washer must be installed between clamp
halves! Failure to do so may result in unsecured
clamping or damage to the clamp.

Place the clevis/peg assembly on the clamp (making
sure there is an internal tooth lock washer between
the arm and the clamp) and secure with the 1/2”
fastener. DO NOT fully tighten them at this point. Sit
on the bike and determine the desired arm position,
adjust as needed, then tighten the 1/2” fastener
securely.

Using a hex wrench, remove the socket head cap screw that retains the
end rubber pad. PIC 3 Gently raise the pad (PIC 4) and insert a hex
wrench and tighten the 5/16”-18 socket head cap screw located inside
the large hole on the end of the peg. PIC 4 The male mount will seat
itself into the peg and keep it from rotating. If the swing arm feels loose,
adjust the detent spring tension using the set screw on the underside of

the swing arm. PIC 5

Repeat STEP 3 through 6 for the opposite side.
