The angle of the peg may be adjusted by loosening the 1/2" fastener that secures the clamp and
X-Tension mount. Rotate the X-Tension mount to the desired position and re-tighten the fastener

securely.

To adjust the rubber footpeg pad angle: Using the included hex wrench, loosen the 5/16"” socket
head cap screw located in the end of the Dually Peg. FIG 1 Position the rubber footpeg pad as
desired, then tighten the 5/16”-18 socket head cap screw. The male mount will seat itself into the

peg and keep it from rotating.

Tighten all hardware, including the rear rubber pad retaining fastener (PIC 1), securely.
